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 Aim of the meeting:

From the late 80s Slovenia has performed good environmental monitoring in means of regular screening of different chemicals in environmental compartments, especcially in ground- and surface waters. In contrast to many old and new EU Member States we didn't perform any biomonitoring programmes neither human nor environmental organisms. For the reason we have some old burdens of industrial/mining pollution with metals (Pb, Hg, Cd, asbestos) and also with PCBs in south-east region of Bela Krajina, we would like to begin with development of this important field of research.  The aim is firstly to achieve the results, comparable with other EU MSs and secondly to use this results for linking them to results of environmental and health monitoring and to promote the research in the field of biomarkers. We tend to use the biomonitoring results as a policymaking tool, with integrated cooperation on a European level and actively contribute to the achievements. The ethical issues are in biomonitoring very important so we would like to make clear all apparent questions. We would like also to make clear about the costs and benefits of biomonitoring, comparing it to traditional chemical monitoring and to evaluate the "triad approach": chemistry, toxicology and ecology, especially about the utility and sensitivity of biomarkers and their linking with the results of chemical analysis. It is also important for us to establish permanent cooperation in EU platform for exchange of expertise and experiences.
